No action is recommended to modify water treatment 
processes.​

• Bromate – can form as a result of the reaction of ozone 
and bromide. Bromide is detectable during episodes of 
challenging water quality due to winter storms.​

• Copper – our water is well below the action level of 1.3 
ppm. Changes to the optimized corrosion control does 
not guarantee reduction as these low levels and could 
introduce other adverse water quality effects.​
